The Resource Center for Independent Living (RCIL) and the Mohawk Valley Asset-Building Coalition will host a kick off event to EITC Awareness Day, on Friday, January 30 from 10:30 to 6 pm at Sangertown Mall Center Court.  


“The extra dollars eligible taxpayers can get through EITC can make a difference in their lives,” said Chrystal Pridemore, EITC Project Coordinator, “but they must file tax returns, even if they aren’t required to file, and claim the credit to receive it.”


The kick off day agenda will include nine (9) mini informational sessions on topics such as finding affordable child care, credit/credit reports, to talking with your children about money.  The sessions begin at 11:30 am and continue at 15-minute intervals throughout the day.  For individuals who qualify (earnings of $41,646 if married filing jointly), returns will be processed onsite that day as well.  Those who are interested should bring all tax forms, a photo ID, social security numbers for themselves and everyone who is claimed on the return.  If a person is married and filing jointly the spouse must also be present to sign forms.  A routing and account number is also required for people who want direct deposit.
